AFTECH Adds Strohl PLANet

What is PLANet? PLANet is an Internet-based business continuity
planning tool designed specifically for the credit union community.

Why is AFTECH offering PLANet? AFTECH President Joe Antellocy
points out that “The recent events along the Gulf Coast made it
obvious that no matter how well prepared a credit union is to cope
with a disaster, you can never be prepared enough.

“With PLANet it takes less time to build a business continuity plan,
and that, in turn, saves money. For three employees to design a busi-
ness continuity plan from start to finish, it will take, on average, three
months. With PLANet, the typical plan building phase takes one
month.

“For institutions using PLANet, the cost in man hours, based on a
salary of $50,000 per employee, results in immediate savings of
$33,328. Moreover, NCUA requirements for business continuity
planning are built into PLANet,” Antellocy added.

PLANet assists credit unions by providing prompts for all vital
information, such as all customer, vendor, and employee data as well
as recovery scripts for some 60 critical business processes. PLANet’s
recovery scripts ensure complete coverage across the enterprise,

including all IT functions.
